
Lesson Plan

The students

A group of 20 adult intermediate students, of misxed nationalities and languages, studying 8 hours part-time per week in a UK private language school. They have all studied English formally at school and need to apply their knowledge in communication. The class is 50 minutes in duration.

Aims:

Functional: making deductions about the past

Structural: might/could/must have + past participle

         Perhaps,certainly

Phonological: weak form of have in the structure might have had
Skills: main focus on oral skills

Aids and materials

Blackboard

Magazine pictures of more and less open-ended situations, mounted on card, e.g.:

--a very happy young man reading a letter

--an elderly woman in black, weeping

--police with guns outside a shop

--children in sportswear holding a prize

	Procedures
	Interaction
	Approx. timing

	1.Show the students a picture and ask:

  What’s the situation?

  What do you think has happened?

  Elicit suggestions, e.g.:

  Perhaps he’s passed his exams.

  Perhaps he’s got a new job.
  Then ask students if they know another way of saying the same thing and elicit: He might have/could have…

	2. Do choral and individual practice with the class emphasizing the weak form of have.

	3. Show a second picture, asking the same questions as with the first, and elicit, e.g.:

  They’ve certainly won the match.

  They must have won the cup.

	4. Do choral and individual practice, continuing focus on pronunciation.

	5. Ask concept questions, e.g.:

  Which question form is more sure?

  What part of the verb are passed, won?

	6. Ask the students to form pairs. Give each pair some more pictures and ask them to make as many deductions as they can. They should write a list for each picture. Go round the class monitoring, providing vocabulary where needed, and checking the work.

	7. Ask each pair to show the class their pictures in turn and to tell each other their deductions. Encourage cross-class questioning. Write any uncertain vocabulary on the board for later review.

	8. Ask the students to find similar magazine pictures, write sentences about them, and bring them to class.
